John Hubsch introduced Avram Friedman, Executive Director of The Ca-
nary Coalition, as today's speaker. The Canary Coalition is a grass roots organi-
zation involved in responding to issues surrounding the local and global envi-
ronment crisis. Avram said their organization, formed in 2000, is a grass roots
clean air organization and is made up of 2300 members. Due to a conflict of in-
terest the group does not accept monies from large organizations. Their total
support comes directly from the members.

The Canary Coalition is currently in the process of forming a new online
tv station called Mountain Stream T.V. to bring about public awareness.

to the world sues. They are involved in solar energy expansion in Western North Carolina.
They can can help match prospective customers with businesses providing solar

and help arrange financing.

Avram said the cost of solar materials has come down 85% over the past several years making solar more af-
fordable. The coalition can provide free energy evaluations on your home. In North Carolina there is currently a 35%
tax credit, which ends the end of this year, for individuals installing solar. There is a federal tax credit of 30% which
brings a total tax credit of 65% through the end of this year.

The group is currently working on House bill 454 which would extend the 35% tax in North Carolina. The
members of the Canary Coalition are spearheading a statewide collaborative campaign to build legislative and public
support for an overhaul of the utility rates structure in North Carolina with the Effi-
cient and Affordable Energy Rates Bill. They are also collaborating with many other
organizations throughout the state to build public awareness on air quality and cli-
mate change-related issues with the goal of having strong legislative and regulatory
action to address those issues. Members of the Canary Coalition are joining forces
with labor unions, civil rights groups, groups focusing on economic, social and envi-
ronmental justice to work for common goals such as an amendment to the US Consti-

corporate influence is removed from the legislative process no meaningful and sig-
nificant progress can be made on a range of issues including and especially climate
change.
