In order to form an Interact club, you must have the sponsorship of a local Ro-

tary club and school approval with the involvement of a faculty member.  Our Interact Club at Franklin 

High School was started under the leadership of Clayton Ramsey in the late 1960õs and later Dennis Sand-

ers made significant contributions to the clubõs ongoing development. 

Some of the notable projects our Interact Club has participated in are; cleaning up of the Greenway and Rotary Pavilion, the Purple 

Pinky Project, Relay for life, the Pottery Bowl fundraiser, Project Panama, and Read -2-Me where they helped collect and transpor t 

over 1500 books.  

To be in Interact is to be in the worldwide family of Rotary. Our Interact students are enjoying a pro-

gram that offers fun, meaningful service activities while providing a chance to develop leadership skills 

and meet new friends.  In turn, Franklin Rotary Club has gained increased support for projects and fresh 

ideas for service while helping to develop future Rotarians.
