Bill reported that 20 years ago today that
there were 64 members in Franklin Rotary Club
and from that number there are 15 who are
current members of the club.

The Statue of Freedom is not as famous as the
Statue of Liberty, but she is the crowning
glory of a revered American symbol: the dome of the US Capitol.
The 19 1/2fi foot bronze Statue of Freedom by Thomas Craw-
ford depicts a woman in flowing draperies clasping a stretched
sword in her right hand . With her left hand she holds a thirteen
striped shield of the United States, along with a laurel wreath of
victory.

The dome on which she appears fo be stone but is really cast

iron painted to look like marble. Construction on the dome

started in 1856 and continued for a decade, even during the Civil

In 1993 the statue was temporarily removed for restoration.
Preservation experts spent several months repairing cracks and
corrosion. On October 23, 1993, with the aid of a helicopter, the
Statue of Freedom soared to the top of the dome again, where
she has remained ever since. In October 2013 the US Congress
approved $60 Million Dollars for repairs of dome of the Capitol.
